Bonds are formed between the group during the travel itself,
and distance is put between everyone and their everyday duties and responsibilities. We try to keep even cell
phones (AKA texting!) to a minimum. When we can get youth to concentrate on nothing but what God has
planned for them for the week amazing things happen. The youth and adults alike will tell you it is a little un-
comfortable at first being taken completely out of your own element. We are really at the mercy of the way
God lines up our week. Sure we make certain plans but we don’t really know how to see them through until it
all unfolds. We can’t leave for the day or a few hours to attend to something at home and then rejoin our
group, we are in it for the long haul and the journey is amazing! -Amy
